Please Do NOT FLUSH  “Flushable wipes” 

paper towels, or cloth rags down the drain 

pipes or toilets. Nothing other than toilet tis-

sue should be flushed down. We realize the 

wipe packages may say “flushable” but the 

drainage pipes we have here are older and the 

insides are not smooth like newer plastic 

pipes. Because of the age of our drainage sys-

tem pipes the insides are not smooth and 

these types of items WILL CATCH and hang 

up on the rough surfaces inside the pipes 

causing a blockage. If it is determined that 

the blockage was because of these items you 

WILL BE CHARGED for the time required to 

unstop the drains. AGAIN PLEASE DO
